Those were lots of different ways of saying Happy Birthday. Do you know that people in different countries still celebrate birthdays by eating cakes and sweets. 

If you have got the ingredients you could follow this recipe to make some birthday cupcakes. 

Ingredients
· 110g softened butter
· 110g golden caster sugar
· 2 large eggs
· ½ tsp vanilla extract
· 110g self-raising flour
For the buttercream
· 150g softened butter
· 300g icing sugar
· 1 tsp vanilla extract
· 3 tbsp milk
· food colouring paste of your choice (optional)

Method
· STEP 1
· Heat oven to 180C/160C fan/gas 4 and fill a 12 cupcake tray with cases.
· STEP 2
· Using an electric whisk beat 110g softened butter and 110g golden caster sugar together until pale and fluffy then whisk in 2 large eggs, one at a time, scraping down the sides of the bowl after each addition.
· STEP 3
· Add ½ tsp vanilla extract, 110g self-raising flour and a pinch of salt, whisk until just combined then spoon the mixture into the cupcake cases.
· STEP 4
· Bake for 15 mins until golden brown and a skewer inserted into the middle of each cake comes out clean. Leave to cool completely on a wire rack.
· STEP 5
· To make the buttercream, whisk 150g softened butter until super soft then add 300g icing sugar, 1 tsp vanilla extract and a pinch of salt.
· STEP 6
· Whisk together until smooth (start off slowly to avoid an icing sugar cloud) then beat in 3 tbsp milk.
· STEP 7
· If wanting to colour, stir in the food colouring now. Spoon or pipe onto the cooled cupcakes.

Memory Game (2 or more players)

This is a great game for developing and strengthening memory skills. These skills are crucial for children’s learning, helping them to retain and recall information.

You will need:

A tray
Cloth/tea towel
Selection of objects (spoon, keys, pencil, small toy etc.)

How to play:

· Place the objects on the tray, point to and name each object
· Cover the objects
· One player to remove an object from under the cloth/tea towel without the other player seeing.
· Hide the object.
· Remove the cloth/tea towel. The other player needs to guess which object has been removed
· Can you identify the initial sound of the hidden object?
· Repeat this by taking turns
· Make the game more challenging by removing 2 objects. 
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
